James A. Williams returned to the position of Commissioner, Federal Acquisition Service, General Services Administration (GSA) on January 22, 2009. He served as Acting Administrator from August 30, 2008 until his appointment. As Acting Administrator, Williams was responsible for the management of nearly 12,000 employees and more than one-fourth of the government's total procurement dollars. 
Before becoming Acting Administrator, Mr. Williams served as Commissioner of the Federal Acquisition Service.  Prior to this, Williams served as Director of the U.S. Visitor and Immigrant Status Indicator Technology program (US-VISIT) at the Department of Homeland Security.
