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Since March, 2007, Vish Sankaran has served as Program Director for the Federal Health Architecture (FHA), a federal government e-gov initiative under the management of the Office of the National Coordinator for Health Information Technology (ONC), within the Department of Health and Human Services.

In this position, Mr. Sankaran has advanced federal agency collaboration to create interoperable health IT systems to support the secure exchange of health information within the federal government and with state, tribal, and local governments, and with the private sector.  This health information exchange will produce real value to current health reform activities, enabling better care, increased efficiency, and improved access to care for American citizens. 

In 2008, The Federal Health Architecture and federal agencies developed the open source software, called Connect that serves as a gateway for exchanging health data among government agencies and the private sector.   CONNECT has been adopted by public and private sector entities advancing health information exchange.
